Sandhills region of North Carolina.

The Goals of the NCSWMA include:
- Prevent the establishment of new invasive
plants.

- Inventory, control, and monitor existing
invasive plant populations.

- Increase public awareness of invasive plant
issues.

- Cooperate with land managers and land-
owners throughout the Sandhills region to
control invasive plants.

Impacts of Invasive Plants:

- Threaten native plants and wildlife.

- Degrade habitat for endangered and threat-
ened species.

- Increase soil erosion.
- Alter natural community structure.
- Depreciate property values.

- Limit potential land uses and management
practices.

- Increase the need for herbicides.

What can you do to fight
invasive plants?

Follow this simple rule, “If you don’t know it,
don’t grow it!” Always check to see if a plant is
invasive before planting it.

Educate yourself about what plants are invasive
and learn how to identify them.

Don’t assume that an invasive plant is not a
problem because it's not spreading in your
backyard. Birds, wind, and water can carry fruit
and seeds far from your property.

Landscape your yard with native plants.

Do not dump yard waste, aquarium plants or
houseplants into the wild. Be careful where you
get your mulch.

Minimize disturbance on your property. Most
invasive plants thrive in disturbed areas.

Eradicate or control populations of invasive
plants on your own property.

Clean your shoes, clothing, vehicles, and
equipment after being in an area with invasive
plants.

Report occurrences of invasive plants to the
NCSWMA, your local county extension agent,
or to other federal and state natural resource or
agricultural agencies.

Volunteer with natural resource agencies to
control invasive plants.

Spread the word; inform your neighbors about
invasive plants on their land.
